The Reading is from St. Paul’s
Letter to the Ephesians 4:7-13

Prokeimenon. Mode 1.
Psalm 32.22,1
Let your mercy, O Lord, be upon us.
Verse: Rejoice in the Lord, O ye righteous.

BRETHREN, grace was given to each of us according to the meas-
ure of Christ's gift. Therefore it is said, ""When he ascended on
high he led a host of captives, and he gave gifts to men." (in saying,
""He ascended,” what does it mean but that he had also descended
into the lower parts of the earth? He who descended is he who also
ascended far above all the heavens, that he might fill all things.)
