Therefore our holy Mother, the Church of Christ, now brings to our help the
all-holy Cross, the joy of the world, the strength of the faithful, the staff of the
just, and the hope of sinners, so that by venerating it reverently, we might
receive strength and grace to complete the divine struggle of the Fast.

Resurrectional Apolytikion in the Plagal of the Second Tone: Angelic
powers were above Thy tomb, and they that guarded Thee became as dead.
And Mary stood by the grave seeking Thine immaculate Body. Thou hast
despoiled Hades and wast not tried thereby. Thou didst meet the Virgin and
didst grant us life. O Thou Who didst arise from the dead, Lord, glory be to
Thee.

Apolytikion in the First Tone: Lord, save Your people and bless Your in-
heritance, granting our rulers to prevail over adversaries, and protecting
Your commonwealth by Your Cross.

Seasonal Kontakion in the Plagal of the Fourth Tone: To you, Theoto-
kos, invincible Defender, having been delivered from peril, I, your city, dedi-
cate the victory festival as a thank offering. In your irresistible might, keep
me safe from all trials, that | may call out to you: "Hail, unwedded bride!"

EPISTLE READING

The Reading is from St. Paul’s
Letter to the Hebrews 4:14-16; 5:1-6

Prokeimenon. Mode Plagal 2.
Psalm 27.9,1
O Lord, save your people and bless your inheritance.
Verse: To you, O Lord, | have cried, O my God.

BRETHREN, since we have a high priest who has passed through the
heavens, Jesus, the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession. For we
have not a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses,
but one who in every respect has been tempted as we are, yet without sin.
Let us then with confidence draw near to the throne of grace, that we
may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need. For every high
priest chosen from among men is appointed to act on behalf of men in
relation to God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. He can deal gently
with the ignorant and wayward, since he himself is beset with weakness.
Because of this he is bound to offer sacrifice for his own sins as well as for
those of the people. And one does not take the honor upon himself, but he
is called by God, just as Aaron was. So also Christ did not exalt himself to
be made a high priest, but was appointed by him who said to him, "Thou
art my Son, today I have begotten thee'; as he says also in another place,
"Thou art a priest for ever, after the order of Melchizedek."
